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New Rates will apply to affected buildings permits  
issued July 1, 2023 to June 30, 2024 

The Measure A Ordinance requires the County and each incorporated city to implement the 
Sacramento County Transportation Mitigation Fee Program (SCTMFP). The SCTMFP is a 
Countywide development impact fee. Associated revenues are used exclusively to deliver 
and construct Measure A capital projects.  

The Ordinance requires that the SCTMFP fee schedule be updated annually, consistent with 
the change to the McGraw-Hill Engineering News Record 20-City Construction Cost Index 
(CCI). The change in the average 20-City CCI during 2022 was an increase of 7.20%. As 
such, the STA Board has adjusted the fee rate schedule as follows:
